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Profile
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Honbetsu town is in the northeast of Tokachi, Hokkaido. It covers 391. 91 square kilometers,
more than half of which is natural forests and hills. The gentle Toshibetsu river flows through
the heart of town, nourishing natural scenery that is home to 6,624 people (according to the
2020 census). Tokachi's continental climate means that summer and winter have a major
temperature differential, with low precipitation year-round. The local economy was once
based on forestry, but today agriculture and manufacturing are key, particularly in industries
based on processing local produce.

National Route 242 runs through town and connects to the East Hokkaido Expressway at
the Honbetsu Interchange & Junction, making this area a hub for transportation and
distribution for central and eastern Hokkaido, including Kushiro and Sapporo.

The city has recently begun promoting tourism through Honbetsu Park and Michi no Eki
Roadside Station, as well as building a comprehensive community care system to encourage
city-wide mutual support.
